Requirements
Here’s What You’ll Need to Do
· Complete the enclosed Letter of Intent and forward to the contact information below
· Commit to providing at least one classroom of students with modules of the Family Economics and Financial Education (FEFE) curriculum (or other personal finance curricula), which can be taught in as few as 10 classroom hours
· Inform us who you want teaching financial education modules (middle school or high school teachers, parents, or Jr. Duel in the Desert guest speakers)
· Approximately two weeks prior to competition, plan additional class time (up to 1 classroom hour) for The University of Arizona’s Credit-Wise Cats students to teach concepts such as presentation skills, proper dress, PowerPoint, and written Executive Summary submitted to judges on competition day

· The classroom will select a presentation team consisting of no more than 4 students and an audio-visual team consisting of no more than 2 students to make the presentation during the competition (3 minute set-up, 12 minute presentation, 4 minute Q&A, 1 minute exit from stage)
· Provide additional time, in class or outside of class, for the team to prepare their presentation
· Email PowerPoint presentation to The University of Arizona Take Charge America Institute (TCAI) prior to the competition
· Have the students present at The University of Arizona campus on Saturday, March 28, 2009 for the competition – getting there on their own or having the school provide transportation
Here’s What We’ll Provide
· Pre- and post- assessments to measure level of knowledge
· Jr. Duel Speakers Bureau to help teach financial education modules, if requested
· University of Arizona Credit-Wise Cats to teach classes regarding presentation skills, proper dress, PowerPoint and written Executive Summary
· A case study for students to solve a minimum of two weeks prior to the competition
· Facilities at The University of Arizona campus for the competition on Saturday, March 28, 2009
· Audio-visual equipment during the competition, PowerPoint, etc.
· Panel of judges
· Exit interviews to measure results and gather feedback
· Sponsors to provide cash prizes, trophies, refreshments and lunch for participants
